        To be incorporated into to community partner Table tops/Drills/Exercises
1. A special education bus driver is in a hurry and drops off an unattended 14 year old child in a Wheel Chair at the Neighborhood Emergency Help Center (NEHC). The child appears scared, is crying, appears to not be able to speak and is swinging his/her arms profusely.
2. A smelly and unclean person presents themselves to a first responder and appears very confused, disoriented and frustrated to the point of repeating themselves over and over again. The person is getting frustrated because they feel that they are not being understood or listened to.
3. A man is bruised/bleeding from forearm from debris, and is agitated and shouting “orders” to anyone who will listen.  He is becoming belligerent and unwilling to follow directions.  He exhibits fear of uniformed personnel; having flashbacks. He acts very confused, paranoid and extremely frightened.
4. A depressed and mentally ill elderly person with a diagnosis of depression has not been on Psychotropic meds in three days and can’t remember the names of the prescribed meds.
5. A barefoot unknown toddler was found in a neighborhood and was presented to law enforcement. The child appeared scared and could not give last name or street address.
6. Patient is scared and does not want to be transported to another facility. She becomes extremely agitated when taken to the end of the stairs to be hauled down the stairs on a Paraslyde. She is yelling and moving around profusely and making it very difficult for the caregivers to transport her down the stairs. 
7. Mother with 2 children and a baby enter your hospital looking for a place to go because they have no power and the mother can’t warm the milk for the baby who is crying.

8. Two Developmentally Disabled women, with mild mental retardation, who live together in their own rental home.  They are on an outing in the community, and semi-independent, but need assistance from Provider staff for daily living skills (cooking, cleaning, hygiene, rides to doctor apt., etc.)
First Woman is crying profusely and has fallen to the ground and refuses to get up because she is fearful after the event.  She has an Anxiety Disorder, Depression and Mild Cognitive Impairment.  Has no apparent injuries, but is blocking pathway for emergency personnel and evacuation of other victims needing help.Second Woman is trying to assist First Woman, but is becoming very agitated and starts pulling at her to make her get up, and is getting aggressive with emergency personnel.

9. A young child is very upset and not cooperating with the nursing staff at the shelter because his dog was left behind. The boy was forced to leave with the first responders and does not know if his dog is dead or alive. 

10. Person is traumatized from coming face to face with the shooter and just seconds away from being shot when the police kill the perpetrator. He was not shot but saw two of his colleagues killed. He is shaking and very unsettled.
11. Elderly female w/ onset Dementia, attending community event with her husband who went to bring the car around to pick her up and he never returned after the disaster struck. Emergency personnel drop her off at NEHC to register so husband could find her.  She was confused, dazed and worried about husband’s whereabouts. She is sent to reunification center, she is unaware her husband is deceased. 
12. An employee is reluctant to come to work because her power is out and she does not want to leave her younger children home alone. You have other staff out sick, your surge capacity is high and you really need her to come in to help serve the patients. 
13. Non English speaking mother visiting her Michigan resident daughter was separated during the incident. The mother is very fearful and is getting frustrated with trying to communicate her concerns to a first responder who does not speak Spanish.
